» Who was involved in the creation of the display and to man the display
> What information was available for distribution to the community

5. Include club or district name, contact person, complete mailing address and
phone number with your club entry.

Entries will be judged on creativity, contents and member involvement. A cash
prizes will be awarded to the top two 4-H displays. Photos will be put on display in
the Calgary 4-H Region display window at the Alberta Agriculture Building
located in Airdrie.
