September / October 2011

This event is held annually at locations around the state to provide a forum for the gathering of ideas for leaders and jr. 
leaders.  The Forum includes workshops on a variety of topics related to 4-H projects and to overall youth development, 
as well as, updates on programming and recognition for outstanding achievements.  This is an exciting event for leaders, 
new and old, and provides a wonderful opportunity to meet others from across the state. 
 

Waterloo Ontario:  February, 2012 
Ontario 4-H Volunteer Conference 

This program is held annually and involves 4-H leaders from across Ontario (similar to our own Alberta Leaders 
Conference).  Ontario Volunteer Leader’s Conference provides an opportunity for our Alberta leader to gain skills in 
projects, and leadership, as well as share ideas with leaders from another province.

Montana 4-H Congress 

The chaperone is expected to assist with driving.  While at the congress, the leader will participate in a variety of activities, 
observe Montana 4-H members exhibiting their projects and attend a personal development session. 
 

Yellowknife:  Summer 2011 - TWO 
Northwest Territories  

4-H leaders will accompany up to 25 4-H members and one program coordinator on a two-week trip from Edmonton to 
Yellowknife, NWT. Primary duties include assisting with supervision, grocery buying, and other duties as required. While 
on this trip, the chaperons tour various agriculture sites, tourist attractions, and transportation venues. All participants 
camp in tents, make their own meals and travel together on a bus for ten days.
