If on March 1, 2011, we do
not have 35 4-H teams and 10 intercollegiate teams, the teams on the waiting list will be admitted on a first
come, first serve basis. Waitlisted teams will be notified by March 7, 2011 as to whether they will be judging or
not. All registrations (with payment) will be accepted on a first come, first serve basis. So please return them
as quickly as possible. Please make cheques payable to “Lakeland College.”

The program for the day will be much the same as it has been in the past. You are responsible for your own
lunch. The schedule and rules will be sent out to you as soon as we have received a paid registration. If you
