UNDER THE ANIMAL KEEPERS ACT

TO: ANIMAL KEEPERS

The Animal Health and Assurance Branch of Alberta Agriculture and Forestry (AAF) is
responsible for the administration of the Animal Keepers Act. This information is in addition to
the procedure established by AAF for the sale of animals under the Animal Keeper’s Act. LIS is
involved with the Animal Keepers Act when animal keepers sell cattle and horses at livestock
markets and country sale sites.

The purpose of this memo is to explain the animal keeper’s obligations with respect to the
transportation and inspection of cattle or horses when sold under the Animal Keepers Act at
livestock markets and country sale sites.

Completing a Livestock Manifest

Cattle and horses transported for sale under the Animal Keepers Act must be accompanied with
a Livestock Manifest. The Livestock Manifest must be completed as follows:

Part A — Purpose of manifest

The animal keeper can check off “Transport for sale by owner” since this Part cannot be
left blank.

Part B — Transportation and Sale Details

e The words “AKA” and the animal keeper’s name and phone number will be entered
in the “Owner or Dealer Name” row.

e The animal keeper’s address will be entered in the “Owner or Dealer Address” row.

e The name of the owner of the animal being sold will be entered in the “On Account
of” row.

e The address where the animal keeper kept the animal will be entered in the row
“Livestock Location Before Transport, Sale, Consignment”.

¢ The Premises ID number of that location must be entered in to “Premises |D#” box.
e The box “Consigned to” will be checked off in the next row.

e The “Name” and “Address” to be entered in the last two rows of this section will be
the name and address where the animal is being sold as listed on the Notice of Sale.

Part B — Description of the Livestock

This Part must be fully completed by the animal keeper. The information about the
number of head, colour, kind and brands and location must match the information on
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the Notice of Sale. The letter codes for animal kind can be found on the back cover of
the Livestock Manifest Book.
Part C — Certification

The animal keeper can sign Part C of the Livestock Manifest as the agent of the owner of
the animal.

Part D — Inspector

This Part will be completed in the usual manner by the Livestock Inspector after the
animal is inspected on arrival at the inspection site.

Part E — Transporter

This Part will be completed in the usual manner by the transporter. If the animal keeper
is transporting the animal, the animal keeper’s name, the trailer or conveyance license
number and the animal keeper’s signature must be entered in the boxes provided.

Part F — Livestock Security Interest Declaration

This Part will be left blank unless the animal keeper is aware of the name of the holder
of any livestock security interest in the animal. If known, Part F must be completed by
the animal keeper.

Part G — Destination

This Part will be completed in the usual fashion by the person receiving the animal.

A sample Livestock Manifest is attached.

Inspection of cattle and horses

In order for the animal to be inspected, the animal keeper, or the operator of the inspection
site on behalf of the animal keeper, must provide the Livestock Inspector with the following:

original and two copies of the Livestock Manifest, completed in accordance with this
procedure and the attached sample;

a copy of the letter from AAF authorizing the sale of the animal; and

a copy of the Notice of Sale referred to in the letter from AAF.

The Livestock Inspector will inspect the animal being sold under the Animal Keepers Act in the
same manner in which all livestock is inspected under the Livestock Identification and
Commerce Act. The authority for selling the animal will be the letter from AAF and the Notice
of Sale. The Livestock Inspector will be comparing the animal being sold with the description of
the animal on the Notice of Sale and the Livestock Manifest.
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If there are brands on the animal presented for sale and the brands are not registered to the
owner of the livestock named in the “On Account of” row on the livestock manifest, the brands
must be cleared in accordance with LIS inspection procedure.

The Livestock Inspector is required to detain and hold the animal in the following
circumstances:

if the Livestock Inspector does not have a copy of the Notice of Sale and the AAF
letter authorizing the sale under the Animal Keeper’s Act;

e the animal is not being sold at the location shown on the Notice of Sale,

e the animal is being sold on a date or at a time other than the date and time
specified on the Notice of Sale,

e the Livestock Inspector is not satisfied that the animal being sold is the animal
described on the Notice of Sale,

e the Notice of Sale does not adequately describe the animal so that the person
either receiving or seeing the Notice would identify the animal being sold with the
animal described on the Notice of Sale, and

e if directed to detain and hold the animal by AAF, LIS or the RCMP Livestock
Investigator.

If the animal is not presented for sale by the animal keeper at the location of the sale listed on
the Notice of Sale or on the date and time of the proposed sale, LIS will notify AAF accordingly.
