WHEREAS the Son Conservation Ad; RSA 2000, a S-15 gives authority to a Council to
pass a bylaw establishing a system of penults connvfflrig the buntog ofstubble on land;

NOWTHEREFORE the Coundl of Strathoona County, duty assembled, enacts asfbOows:

1. SHORTITTU

1.1 This bylaw may be referred to as The Stubbte Burning Bylaw*.

2. DEFINITIONS

3. STUBBLE BURNING PERMIT

3.1 No person shall bum Stubble on any land within StrathconaOxirty without first
obtaining:

3.10 An Officer may extend the period oftime that a Stubble Burning Permit Is valid,
provided the Stubbie Burning Permit has not expired.

3.11 An Officer may, In his sole and absolute cDsoetkxvtenninate, suspend orcancel a
Stubble Burning Permit at any time.
