Alberta Beverage Container Recycling Cooperation (ABCRC)

ABCRC is a non-profit recycler for ready to drink beverage containers. (Excluding milk
containers.) These containers are collected from the over 215 bottle depots across the
province and shipped to one of the two processing plants located in Calgary or Edmonton.
The containers are compacted and shipped to various recycling facilities to be processed
Into a new product. 100% of everything collected at the bottle depots, is turned back into
useful items like carpet, fleece for clothing or more aluminum cans.

Procedure

#¥+ABCRC will provide collection bins to 4-H clubs for free of charge
¥ These bins are to be placed with permission in local businesses and facilities
#¥4-H Club contact information will be on each container
#¥4-H Clubs will make arrangements with the local business and facilities for pick up
#¥4-H Clubs will take the empty beverage containers to the bottle depot to receive their refund.
