SHELTERBELT PROGRAM
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Policy Statement

The Agricultural Service Board (A.S.B.) will promote the preservation and the planting of
trees and shrubs for field, farmstead, roadside and wildlife shelterbelts.

Procedure

1. The A.S.B. shall co-operate with Alberta Agriculture, Food and Rural
Development (AAFRD) in carrying out their Shelterbelt Program by allowing
AAFRD to distribute the trees and shrubs from the A.S.B. shop as required.

2. The A.S.B. shall co-operate with Prairie Farm Rehabilitation Administration
(P.F.R.A)) in carrying out their Shelterbelt Program by distributing P.F.R.A.
Shelterbelt application forms and distributing the trees and shrubs from the

A.S.B. shop as required.
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
