The PROVINCE OF ALBERTA to establish a system of penmits fon the controfl-
ing of the nemoval of topsoil.

Whereas, it is deemed expedie;nt and advisable in the best interests
;of s0il conservation that the Council be authorized to establish a system
‘of permits controlling the removal of topsoil from land within The ’
EMunicipal District of Willow Creek No. 26,

And Whereas, the Soil Conservation Act, being Chapter S-19.1 of the
'ERevised Statutes of Alberta 1988, and amendments thereto, and in particular
‘Section 21 thereof, gives authority for Council, by By-Law, to establish
fa system of permits controlling the removal of topsoil from the land.

Therefore, the Council of The Municipal District of Willow Creek No.
26 hereby enacts as follows:

1. The Council may issue a permit for the removal of topsoil
from land provided certain conditions are complied with by the applicant
and when the application has been approved by the Council on recommend-
ation of the Agricultural Service Board.

! 2. The Council may issue a permit for the removal of topsoil
for a pericd of time which shall be established by the Council on recomm-
endation of the Agricultural Service Board.

3. The Council may, in its discretion, suspend, reinstate or
jrevoke any permit.

: 4. Any person contravening any provisions of this By-Law shall,
| upon conviction, be subject to the penalties described under Section 22
iof the Soil Conservation Act, being Chapter S-19.1 of the Revised Statutes

iof Alberta 1988.

This By-Law shall become effective on the date of the passing thereof.

The By-Law 657 on the Removal of Topsoil is hereby repealed.
