   The deadline to submit an application is January 31 of the 
upcoming calendar year. 

 Each application will be reviewed and vetted by a selection 
committee; finalists will be contacted for an interview.

•  The scholarship has a value of up to $20,000, with up to 
$5,000 per year paid over a maximum of four years.

•  The scholarship will be paid in instalments and is contingent 
upon successful completion of courses and internships. 

•  Paid summer internships will be available for up to three 
years at a retail co-operative in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta.

•  In addition to salary, a monthly living allowance will be 
provided for the length of the internship. 

•  During an internship, students will be fully integrated into 
the agriculture team at a retail co-op. Their duties will relate 
to applying agronomy and performing customer service.
