Steve made a motion to arrange a meeting with Jim Calpas and David

g. Release of Wild Boar at Large Eradication Strategy

It was agreed that the Committee send a
letter to the Minister of Agriculture and Forestry expressing their concern as to
why the FAC wasn't included as the Committee is an advisory to the Minister.
Merrill moved that the letter be sent — CARRIED

Randy updated the Committee on a conference call he had on November 9t
regarding where the Recycling Committee is at this time.

I. ASB Program Update
Doug did an update on the review of the ASB Program. He advised that it is
unlikely that we would get any new funding going forward but we could still do
a review of the program.
The committee felt it was still a good idea to go forward with the review as it
has been several years since the last one was done and it would be a good
opportunity to let the government know exactly what the Agricultural Service
Boards do.
