By agreeing to participate:

o1 All participating abattoirs will accept and process
beef

o1 All abattoirs with the exception of Ben’s Quality
Meats Ltd. will accept and process pork

1 Beef and pork will be processed into ground product

-1 Beef will be twice ground at 1/8 inch and pork will
be twice ground at 3/16 inch

1 Ground product will be packaged in 2lb units, and
will be traceable according to industry standard

71 Interfaith Food Bank will be responsible for
transportation of ground product from participating
abattoir

1 Pork donations will be distributed to abattoir in batches of
five unless alternative arrangements have been made.
Pork donations will not exceed 470lb live weight

1 All invoices from abattoirs will be mailed to Interfaith

mailed to Interfaith Food Bank and the food bank will
collect reimbursement of condemnation fees from

producer

r1 Pricing will be reassessed bi- annually in January and
June
