Recipients of the Century Farm and Ranch Award are presented with a bronze plaque to
commemorate their significant achievement. A total of 65 families are being recognized across the
province this year. This includes 10 families who were recognized in Lloydminster on July 9.

Since the Century Farm and Ranch Awards began in 1993, more than 1,400 families have received
plaques.
