A discussion took place on the “Regulation of Ergot in Livestock Feeds” resolution that was put forward by Red
Deer County to be considered as an emergent resolution.

Items for discussion with the Minister were discussed and are as follows:

2. Clubroot and how data is being reported — need to get Clubroot Action Committee together
3. Previous resolutions — 2008 resolution Enforcement of Weed Act
4. Regulation of Ergot in Livestock Feed — Jason to set up a delegation from Red Deer County to discuss

see what they bring forward to the meeting before any more discussion took place.

It was agreed that there was no need to have a formal meeting with AAMD&C at this time and will meet with
the in March during AAMD&.C conference.
