i Half Duplex vs. Full Duplex

= Half Duplex (HDX)

= The reader sends energy to the transponder.

= Once the capacitor has received a full charge, the
iInformation is sent back to the reader.

= Full Duplex (FDX)

= The transfer of information is initiated as soon as
the capacitor starts to receive energy from the
reader.



i High Frequency 13.56MHz

= HF penetrates tissue and moisture but is
more affected by surrounding metals than LF

= Orientation makes a difference in readabillity
= Regs limiting antenna power
= Multiple tag reading

= Antenna can be printed with conductive ink
= Security, access control, ticket events, libraries.



Ultra High Frequency
i 860-956MHz

s Excellent for warehouses, etc

= Longer read range- not for security or
access

= Can read up to 200 tags simultaneously
= Cheap to produce- except for animal ID

= Does not work in the presence of
tissue, water, or metals
