6.4 Environment budget for |ASPP 2009/2010 reduction

» Milton reported that budget for the | ASPP needed to be reduced by $10,000 because of an error made in the initial proposal.
Originally the Environment Canada Budget was for $45,000.

6.4.1.Environment Canada funding for the IASPP ends March 31, 2010.

6.4.2. Future of IASPP

» Dr. Jim Calpas reported that the | ASPP was a two year project and funding ended March 31 2010. Since this was only seed
money, STOPDED needed a plan to carry this project forward on their own. AB Government funding is only to be used for the
prevention of Dutch elm disease in Alberta but the society could use some of the casino funds for this project if it was approved
asresearch. It was hoped that CFIA would supply the traps needed to continue the monitoring of IASin Alberta. Since there
was no plan madeinitially for the future of this project the partnership with Olds College is a great partnership and will help
move the project forward.

6.5. Alberta Government Funding for Provincia Dutch EIm Disease Prevention Program for 2010/2011

6.6. DED regulations update -Janet

» Janet reported that under Section 12 Alberta Agricultural Pests Act. Inspector may issue a notice to the owner or occupant
specifying the measures to be taken to prevent the establishment of or to control or destroy the pest. We aways thought the
Response plan was used to specify the measures to be taken.

We can now add to the Act DED regulations which has more teeth

Met with Paul Laflamme last summer to discuss adding pruning ban.

Met with Jim Broatch with Pest Surveillance Branch to go over SK Regulations and what we should and should not include.
Anything that can change should not be included e.g. labs for forms. Those can be included in a policy.

Have gone through SK regulations and am in the process of forming our regulations.

Will meet with Regulatory Services Division. They are responsible for enforcing the act.

Once the regulations are completed need to send out to stakeholder groups Ag fieldman, municipalities, LANTA etc.

After thisis done will send the DED regulations, the consultation list the Minister of Agriculture with aletter asking for the
addition to the Act.

6.7. 2010 Provincia DED Vector Monitoring Program

YV VY

Monitoring for DED vectors (SEEBB, NEBB and BEBB) provides vital information for DED detection

Pheromone baited sticky traps are used to monitor for the DED vectors.

If one of these species are found in an area, surveillance of the disease and beetle monitoring locations are increased in that area.
Number of traps placed in each municipality depends on location of the municipaity, number of elms and if any insect vectors have
been trapped in previous years. Approximately one trap is placed for every 500 trees. Traps are placed in some municipalities with
less than 500 trees because of their location to borders etc.

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» Locationsto be monitored are municipalities, recreational/campgrounds, Travel Alberta Information Centres, Alberta-Montana border
crossings, and nurseries that sell elms.
> Monitoring season runs from approximately April 15% to September 30st.
» All cooperators have been called and contact list updated.
» STOPDED has purchased traps for and will be monitoring:
» 61 Municipalities (cities, towns, villages, hamlets)
» Since EBB has been found in Irvine, Coutts and Wildhorse, trap location will be increased in these communities.
» 30 Parks (Provincial and Municipal)
» 5 US/Canada Port of Entry
» Thesetrapswill be changed twice this season and scanned by Olds College.
» The City of Edmonton, Calgary, Red Deer and Lethbridge are responsible for distribution and scanning of traps in their buffer
zone/satellite municipalities. These traps are also purchased by STOPDED. Thiswill increase the municipalities by 66. Total
amount of municipalities monitored in 2010 will be 132.
