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FOREWORD
This is our ninth report on the performance of introduced cultivars of grasses and legumes seeded in single
plots at Beaverlodge. All data collected in the past 10 years are included. A supplementary report, entitled
"Forage Cultivar Trials - Publication 79-16B", presents data from replicated trials throughout northern Alberta.

Data are obtained from single plots comprising of 5 rows, 30.5 cm {1 foot) apart and 6.1 metres (20 feet)
